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State of text input on Wayland
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Between the last impromptu talk at GUADEC 2018, text input on Wayland has become more organized and
more widely adopted. As before, the three-pronged approach of text_input, input_method, and virtual key-
board still causes confusion, but increased interest in implementing it helps find problems and come closer to
something that really works for many use cases.

The talk will mention how a broken assumption causes a broken protocol, and why we’re not done with
Wayland input methods yet.
